Strategies for Office Hours: Coaching Problem Solving 
In this workshop, participants will learn about how to set up useful Office Hour structures, as well as get practice 
encouraging students to learn problem-solving techniques. Participants will also have the chance to brainstorm 
solutions to concerns they have about office hours they have already held.

Promoting Successful Teamwork in STEM Classes
​Effective use of groups in the classroom can increase student learning and enhance students’ problem solving abilities, 
if instructors ensure that all students are engaged and included. In this session, participants will explore research-based 
frameworks to enhance teamwork skills, engage students, increase cooperative learning, and ​mitigate dysfunctional 
team dynamics​.
